As Jean-Marcel Ribaut, director of the Generation Challenge Program (GCP), has already informed you, the commissioned research projects (PROJECTS) for which _________________ (the INSTITUTE) is the principal investigating institution or a collaborating institution (see Appendix I for list of projects) have been accepted for funding. This letter serves as the agreement for GCP 2006 commissioned research activities between Centro Internacional de Mejoramiento de Maíz y Trigo (CIMMYT) and the INSTITUTE. In my capacity as Director General of the International Maize and Wheat Improvement Center (CIMMYT), the Host Agent for the GCP, I write to confirm the terms of this agreement. If the INSTITUTE agrees with these terms, please have this letter countersigned by a duly authorized officer of INSTITUTE and return to CIMMYT a signed original. In doing so, the INSTITUTE will be deemed to undertake to the other Consortium Members of the GCP the obligations set forth herein. 
General Terms and Conditions

The INSTITUTE’s work on the PROJECTS shall be conducted in accordance with the terms and conditions established in the Agreement to Establish a Consortium for the Generation Challenge Programme: Cultivating Plant Diversity for the Resource-Poor (the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT), which has been executed by the INSTITUTE. A copy of the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT is posted on the Internet at the GCP website at the following address: http://www.generationcp.org/sccv10/sccv10_upload/Consortium_agreement.pdf. In the event of any inconsistency between this letter and the terms of the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT, the latter shall control.

Statement of Work

CIMMYT hereby agrees to provide funding to support, and the INSTITUTE and all subcontractors hereby agree to perform the program of work set forth in the approved proposals attached in Appendix I. It is hereby agreed that CIMMYT will be the administrative Center of the current agreement and will be responsible for disbursing funds. 

Term

The term of this agreement (the TERM) will commence on 1 January 2006 and expire on 31 December 2006, unless extended or earlier terminated. It is understood that these dates are estimated and that CIMMYT may, at its convenience and upon written notice to the INSTITUTE, postpone, shorten, or extend these dates to commercially and/or scientifically reasonable periods. The INSTITUTE must obtain written approval from the GCP Director for any extension of the TERM.

Payment

The total payment to be made for work under this AGREEMENT is US$__________, which will be met with funds paid by the DONORS as approved by the PSC and CIMMYT. All payments shall be made in US currency. Payments shall be made according to the schedule set forth below; provided, however, that CIMMYT shall have the right to defer or withhold payment of any installment if the GCP Director reasonably determines that the INSTITUTE has not made satisfactory progress toward the accomplishment of the program of work:

$XXXXXX (20% of the total payment) – upon receipt and acceptance of financial and narrative reports as of December 31, 2006. Within 45 days after completion of the work on December 31, 2006, we will need to receive the final financial and technical reports.
The INSTITUTE is requested to provide CIMMYT with banking information so that the initial payment may be deposited in INSTITUTE’s bank account.

Use of Funds

The INSTITUTE shall exercise care in the administration of the GRANT having due regard to economy and efficiency and the need to uphold the highest standards of integrity in the administration of public funds. In the event that the GRANT is not fully spent by the end of the term, SUBCONTRACTOR shall promptly return the unspent funds to CIMMYT or use such funds for other purposes, as directed by the GCP. 

Financial Management, Audits, and Reporting

The INSTITUTE shall maintain a financial management system, including records and accounts, and shall prepare financial statements, in accordance with generally accepted accounting practices and any additional financial principles or guidelines to which the INSTITUTE is subject in its ordinary course of business. 

The INSTITUTE shall:

1) have the records, accounts, and financial statement referred to above externally audited; and 

2) furnish to CIMMYT no later than three months after the year-end a copy of its externally audited financial statements, together with the opinion of the external auditors of such statements. Such financial statements should indicate the receipt and use of GRANT funds.

Technical, Financial and Data Reporting

Timeline for the GCP technical reports:

May 15 and October 15: 2-page update report

31st of December: Financial report for all projects

31st of December: Substantial technical report for projects over $200K per year.

The timely delivery of financial reports, and the release of scientific and technical data acceptable to the GCP Subprogram Leaders and the Program Director, are of vital importance to the success of each project. Because of the GCP’s mandate to produce public goods, except as expressly permitted otherwise in proposals approved by the GCP, all scientific and technical data produced in the course of the project shall be published in public databases. The failure to deliver financial reports or to release all required scientific and technical data shall be deemed a material breach of this letter of agreement. In the event of the INSTITUTE’s failure to deliver financial reports or to release scientific and technical data in a timely manner, in addition to any other remedies available for a material breach of contract, any funds payable to the INSTITUTE under any and all GCP-funded projects (including, but not limited to, those covered by agreements other than this contract in question) may be withheld at the discretion of the GCP Program Director, unless and until satisfactory financial reports and scientific and technical data have been delivered as specified herein or in the proposal. In the event of any question regarding requirements for the nature, subject matter, general content, level of detail, format, and/or timing of delivery of such reports and scientific data, the matter shall be definitively resolved by the GCP Program Director acting in the reasonable exercise of discretion.

Subcontracting

INSTITUTE is permitted to engage subcontractors for the purpose of conducting the work specified in the PROJECTS. Such subcontractors shall be deemed “Supporting Participants” (SUPPORTING PARTICIPANTS) as that term is used in the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT. Such subcontracting shall in no way limit or affect the obligations of the INSTITUTE, which shall remain responsible for all Services to be provided under the Projects.
The manner in which the INSTITUTE shall fulfill subcontracting responsibilities shall be left to the discretion of the INSTITUTE. However, the INSTITUTE shall identify the SUPPORTING PARTICIPANTS in correspondence accompanying the return of a signed original of this letter. The INSTITUTE shall have full responsibility for arranging subcontracts with SUPPORTING PARTICIPANTS in a manner that will legally bind SUPPORTING PARTICIPANTS to all relevant provisions of the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT. The INSTITUTE should ensure that such subcontracts are in writing; are executed by duly authorized signatories; and explicitly address all important matters, including but not limited to: the objective of the GCP; contributions to the PROJECTS; accounting and budgeting; confidentiality of information; data and material sharing; ownership, assignment, licensing, commercialization and management of intellectual property; publications and public announcements; settling disputes and arbitration; termination; no agency relationship with other Consortium Members; etc.  

Congratulations on receiving these funds for commissioned research in the GCP. We look forward to your continuing contributions to the Generation Challenge Programme.
