General Terms and Conditions

The INSTITUTE’s work on the PROJECT shall be conducted in accordance with the terms and conditions established in the Agreement to Establish a Consortium for the Generation Challenge Programme: Cultivating Plant Diversity for the Resource-Poor (the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT), which has been executed by the INSTITUTE. A copy of the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT is posted on the Internet at the GCP website at the following address: http://www.generationcp.org/sccv10/sccv10_upload/Consortium_agreement.pdf. In the event of any inconsistency between this letter and the terms of the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT, the latter shall control.

Statement of Work

The INSTITUTE and all subcontractors shall perform work on the PROJECT in accordance with the proposal received from INSTITUTE entitled, _________________________________ (copy enclosed).
Payment

The total payment for the project shall be up to US$___________This sum is available during the three-year period beginning January 1, 2005. Payments shall be made according to the schedule set forth below:

80% of the total payment, first year period, upon return to CIMMYT of a duly executed copy of this letter.

20% of the total payment, first year period; and, subsequent payments will be made upon receipt and acceptance of financial and narrative reports as of December 31, 2005 and December 31, 2006.  Within 45 days after completion of the work on December 31, 2007, we will need to receive the final financial and technical reports.
The INSTITUTE is requested to provide CIMMYT, Int. with banking information so that the initial payment may be deposited in INSTITUTE’s bank account.

Subcontracting

INSTITUTE is permitted to engage subcontractors for the purpose of conducting the work specified in the PROJECT. Such subcontractors shall be deemed “Supporting Participants” (SUPPORTING PARTICIPANTS) as that term is used in the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT. Such subcontracting shall in no way limit or affect the obligations of the INSTITUTE, which shall remain responsible for all Services to be provided under the Project.
The manner in which the INSTITUTE shall fulfill subcontracting responsibilities shall be left to the discretion of the INSTITUTE. However, the INSTITUTE shall identify the SUPPORTING PARTNERS in correspondence accompanying the return of a signed original of this letter. The INSTITUTE shall have full responsibility for arranging subcontracts with SUPPORTING PARTICIPANTS in a manner that will legally bind SUPPORTING PARTICIPANTS to all relevant provisions of the CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT. The INSTITUTE should ensure that such subcontracts are in writing, are executed by duly authorized signatories; and explicitly address all important matters, including but not limited to: the objective of the GCP; contributions to the PROJECT; accounting and budgeting; confidentiality of information; data and material sharing; ownership, assignment, licensing, commercialization and management of intellectual property; publications and public announcements; settling disputes and arbitration; termination; no agency relationship with other Consortium Members; etc.  

Congratulations on having been successful in this round of funding for the GCP.  We look forward to your continuing contributions to the GCP.
